The new Commission is being set up. Each Commissioner received a dedicated "mission letter". Reading it, together with one of the new
Commission’s first decisions (attached), it states that a reorganisation will take place for DG ECFIN’s Luxembourg-based services:

“DG Economic and Financial Affairs (DG ECFIN) Changes for DG ECFIN - Units ECFIN.L2 (InvestEU governance and
advisory) and ECFIN.L3 (InvestEU implementation) move from DG ECFIN to DG GROW”.

The staff has been informed by their top management who do not seem to be able to respond to their fears.

This announcement says nothing about the fate of the Staff of these units. Should they leave for Brussels? Will their posts and tasks remain
in Luxembourg? So many questions that cause deep discomfort and growing anxiety.

Let’s also remember that the Luxembourg staff of DG ECFIN had already been "sliced" a few years ago between DG BUDG and DG ECFIN.

This time DG ECFIN Luxembourg will be cut off from a very large proportion of its staff to DG GROW (potentially three quarters of these
colleagues would be affected).

Experience also shows that colleagues of “transardennaise” DGs are structurally disadvantaged in terms of their career development
prospects.

Union Syndicale Fédérale-Luxembourg urges the competent authorities (Commissioner, DG ECFIN, DG HR) to respond very quickly to
colleagues about their future. Uncertainty does not increase the attractiveness of the Luxembourg site, quite the contrary!

Union Syndicale Fédérale-Luxembourg will remain vigilant as regards the future of these colleagues based in Luxembourg.
